
 In Luke 11:1, the disciples said to  
Jesus, “Teach us to pray.”  Notice they did not 
say, “Lord, teach us what to say.”  Rather, I 
think they were saying, “Lord, teach us how to 
pray, to pray like you do.” 
 Immediately after that question, Jesus 
taught the only 2 parables that deal with prayer:  
the parable about the widow who goes to the 
judge and the parable about the guy who needs 
bread in the middle of the night.  I’ll sum up 

both parables in 3 words.  “Don’t give up.”  The main thing  Jesus 
taught about prayer is “Don’t give up.”  Keep on praying!!  Oh, 
how we need that type of commitment to prayer in our own lives. 
 Maybe the greatest revival in the last 50 years is the     
revival on the Hebrides Islands.  Incredible things happened there 
but no one knew what started it.  Come to find out, 7 young men 
had been meeting 3 times a week in a barn praying for revival for 
months and months and months.  They had based their prayers on 
Psalm 23:35, “Who may ascend the hill of the Lord?  Who may stand 
in His holy place?  He who has clean hands and a pure heart.” 
 Throughout that revival, people all over the city would 
stop each other on the street and ask one another the same thing, 
“Have you done business with God today?”  Good question. 
 I wonder if we are ready to do business with God?  Let me 
tell you, if we are serious about being His people and about God 
being found in our lives in a powerful way, we must make sure our 
hands are holy and our hearts are pure.  Are you ready to do busi-
ness with God?

 The Apostle John   exhorts us to 
“test the spirits”. It is something we need to 
do with any  religion, but in this case the 
false religion is Islam.  It is sad, but around 
20,000 Americans convert to Islam per 
year.  In the United States there are between 
6 and 7 million Muslims.  In the United 
Kingdom there are 1½  million, in France 5 
million, in China 40 million, and in Russia 
20 million. More than 60 countries are  
Muslims States.  In the entire world there 
are around 1,678.442.00 Muslims. Why is 
this “Christian Nation” becoming an 
“Islamic Nation”? Is this something we 
need to be concerned about or are we exag-
gerating the point? I don’t think so; we need 
to be    informed and alert. It scares me that 
“Christians” could become the minority in 
this country and in this continent. Islam is 
the strongest religion in the world, not   
Catholicism, Buddhism, nor Hinduism. The 
strongest religion in the world is Islam, a 
very extremist religion. 
 In the past Americans were afraid 
of becoming a Communist or Socialist   
nation.  We need to be aware of the dangers 
of this “religion”.  Communism and Social-
ism are social movements, and Islam is a 
religious movement, but both have the same 
power to influence people in a negative 
way.  Why do people who are around Chris-
tians in the United States, even here in 
Paris, Texas, adopt this religion that is so 
different?  It is because we are committing a 
lot of mistakes; we are not sharing our faith.  
But why?  Because our faith is so weak that 
we are not willing to share.  We are not 
proud of Whose we are.  We complain all 
the time and we don’t see that in Christ we 
have the truth.  
 If I am delayed, you will know how people 
ought to conduct themselves in God's 
household, which is the church of the liv-
ing God, the pillar and foundation of the 
truth.  (1 Tim. 3:15)  
We have the truth in Christ, and we have 
the truth in the Church, we need to be proud 
of this and willing to defend this truth all of 
the time. 
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I have talked to several 
folks in the area trying 
to decide how much 
snow we received last 
week.  I have heard 
everything from 8 to 
12 inches. In any case, 
we got a bunch of 
snow.  It seemed to 

just come down in buckets.  I haven’t 
seen that much snow since I was stranded 
at a youth retreat at Camp Deer Run on 
Valentines weekend four years ago.  It 
was also perfect snow for playing in. I 
had three snowball fights. Tyler and I 
even made a large snowman.  There is 
one enormous snowman that some 
neighborhood kids made that is still 
standing. All the other snow has melted 
away.  When snow covers everything it 
gives the feeling of cleansing everything.  
Thus, the spiritual application “your sins 
will be white as snow.”  Sometimes we 
need a fresh start. Several people came 
forward last week and others before them.  
It is nice to feel like you can approach 
your church family with anything and get 
a fresh start by asking for prayers.  I often 
wish we made it easier for more of us to 
be able to include the church and lean on 
them for support.  Starting over with God 
is very important, especially since we are 
all on this Christian journey together.  I 
hope as the days and weeks go by that 
you and I will always feel like we can 
start over with God and each other.  God 
forgives us everyday and I hope you have 
done the same for someone else.
