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“Life Is Short,  
Eternity Is Not” 

I saw this phrase on a 
sign the other day, and 
it’s a phrase that is 
completely true.  Ac-
cording to what the 
Bible teaches us, the 
days of our lives are 

short.  (James 4:14)  And it is during this 
short life that we do the right things to be 
in heaven for eternity or the wrong things 
and be separated from God in a place 
called hell.  I know in these times we do 
not talk about hell because we don’t like 
this word. Satan does everything possible 
to use false teachers who tell us that hell 
does not exist.  It is a myth that this life is 
hell. Well, all that is a lie. We need to 
understand that the devil is going to use 
everything possible to promote through 
false teachers that there is no hell, that it 
is not an eternal place of punishment for 
those who don’t do the will of God on  
this earth.  Something very interesting in 
the Bible is that the person who teaches 
the most about hell is our Lord Jesus 
Christ.  He quotes the scriptures and 
teaches about this important topic several 
times during his 3 years of ministry.  Do 
not be afraid of those who kill the body 
but cannot kill the soul. Rather, be 
afraid of the One who can destroy both 
soul and body in hell.  (Matthew 10:28)  
The problem we have is that we live un-
der the rule of “time”. We live by hours, 
days, weeks, months, and years; that is 
our way to measure  time. God is not un-
der this “rule”. For Him, one day can be a 
thousand years, and a thousand years can 
be only one day. But do not forget this 
one thing, dear friends: With the Lord a 
day is like a thousand years, and a thou-
sand years are like a day. The Lord is 
not slow in keeping his promise, as some 
understand slowness. He is patient with 
you, not wanting anyone to perish, but 
everyone to come to repentance.   
(2 Peter 3:8-9) 
We need to remind ourselves every day 
that “life is short and eternity is not”; that 
we are passing through this world; that 
we need to try to do our best every day in 
this life so we can spend our eternity with 
Christ in heaven. 
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Consider where you 
were on 9/11, which 
was roughly 10 years 
ago.  It feels like yes-
terday to me.  I re-
member exactly where 
I was. I was sitting in a 
graduate class at the 
University of Texas in 

Arlington when the word came that a 
plane had smashed into one of the twin 
towers.  Class was dismissed and I imme-
diately went to my grandmother’s house 
to watch what was going on in the news.  
As I watched the second plane fly into the 
second twin tower, I sat down on the 
couch in shock.  Imagine the heroes who 
worked to get people out of the twin tow-
ers and the fire fighters who raced in to 
help put the fire out, only to have it col-
lapse on top of them.  What do you say 
during a time like that?  There isn’t any-
thing you can say. Silence is the only 
thing that makes sense.  Now imagine 
hearing the words that all 10 of your chil-
dren have died in an accident. These are 
the very words Job heard from a servant 
in the Bible.  Read Job 1:18-22.  Job  re-
sponds in deep anguish by tearing his 
clothes and falling down in worship.  
That is a tremendous example by Job but 
what does it mean for me?  In a similar 
moment how would we respond and what 
would we do?  One thing I know for sure 
is that God does feel our pain. He hurts. I 
told you at the beginning that Job is hurt-
ing over the loss of his children. God also 
lost a child, His only son. The good news 
is that God gets it. He gets us. He feels 
the pain with us. He also seeks to restore 
us and heal us.  Who can you and I reach 
out to this week who may be hurting?
