First and fore-
most we have another opportunity to see our Savior and King 
in action. He did all this for us. He walked this road and    
endured the journey for our salvation. We see Scripture     
fulfilled.  We see Jesus’ gentle nature as a king. We see his 
humility: He’s the Lord! 
 
We learn more as we travel this pathway this morning. As we 
walk the pathway, we realize that all of us walk down a road 
in this life. Each path may be a bit different, and although we 
know the roads of our lives, Jesus knows the journey—we 
don’t.  And it’s really HIS journey; it’s his journey into our 
hearts, and into the hearts and lives of others.  It’s a matter of 
His Kingdom coming, not ours.  What a wonderful message 
to share with others!

In fact, everyone who wants to live a 
godly life in Christ Jesus will be perse-
cuted. (2 Timothy 3:12) 
 In our Christian life we need to 
understand that not all the time are we go-
ing to have good times. We need to be 
willing to suffer for Christ in this life.  We 
like to read about how the friends of 
Daniel survived in the oven of fire; we like 

to read how David defeated Goliath, etc., but we need to  
understand that not all the time do we see the people of God 
in the Bible have victories.  (Hebrews 11:35-39)  When the 
Apostle Paul writes to Timothy about the Christian life, he 
explains to him in his letters that  Christians need to be will-
ing to accept the blessings in Christ, but also be willing to 
suffer for Him. Paul explains this is actually a “Fact” of our 
Christian life.  Now, the question is, how will we suffer per-
secution? I don’t know when, how, or what kind of suffering 
we will suffer for Christ; what I know is that in one way or 
another we will, and we need to be ready for that. 
 We find a lot of examples of suffering in the Bible.  
For example, John the Baptist, we learn through the scrip-
tures, was preparing the way for the coming of our Lord   
Jesus Christ.  He declared in John 1: 29 that Jesus was the 
Lamb of God that would take way our sins. He later baptized 
Jesus, but through Bible history we learn that John is put in 
jail and it looks like he had a moment of doubt during this 
period of time.  He sent two of his disciples to ask Jesus if He 
was the Christ. Why did he ask that? Did he not know      
already?  Yes, but perhaps he was in a difficult moment of 
doubt.  So, Jesus sent a message to comfort him, to tell him 
everything is fine.  He says, tell John this:� Jesus replied, 
"Go back and report to John what you hear and see:  The 
blind receive sight, the lame walk, those who have leprosy 

are cured, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the good 
news is preached to the poor. Blessed is the man who does 
not fall away on account of me."  After Jesus sends this 
message to John, He gives the most beautiful complement to 
John: I tell you the truth: Among those born of women 
there has not risen anyone greater than John the Baptist. 
 We know how the life of John on this earth ends; he 
was executed for preaching the truth. Why did Jesus not save 
him?  God’s plan was done at that time and we need to     
accept God’s will.  We need to understand that in our own 
Christian life everything will not always be perfect.  We will 
have defeats, but if we remain in our relationship with Christ 
until the end, we will have a wonderful place in heaven that 
our Lord Jesus is preparing for us.
