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Forgiveness is some-
times a very hard 
thing to do.  I am 
usually a very forgiv-
ing person but re-
cently I have been 
greatly tested.  I 
know what God ex-
pects from me as it 
states in Col. 3:13.  

We are to forgive whatever grievances 
we have against another.  You know, 
sometimes considering the circum-
stances, we like to choose what little 
grievances are and what big grievances 
are and then forgive accordingly.  If we 
feel deeply wronged then we feel justifi-
cation in our action to forgive or not.  In 
truth, we are not called to judge that.  
We are called to love and to let peace 
rule in our hearts.  We are called to be 
kind and compassionate to one another 
in our forgiveness.   Do we do that?  If 
God kept a record of all of our 
sins….who could stand? (Ps. 130)  Yet 
we sometimes keep a mental list of sins 
against us or how we feel we were 
wronged.  God does not do this!  Why 
then should we?  Sometimes the biggest 
wall to get past is that we cannot forget 
the wrong done.  However, if we con-
tinue to dwell on the issue and keep our 
anger or hurt suppressed then we are not 
truly forgiving.  Paul tells us in Philippi-
ans to forget what is behind and press on 
toward the goal which is Christ.  Christ 
is our shelter…our deliverer.  In Him we 
can find that peace that passes all under-
standing.  We don’t have to BE right or 
justified in our actions but we do have to 
DO right and forgive as Christ forgave 
us. This very thing might be a struggle 
for some of you as it is for me right now 
but my hope is that you can work 
through it and allow your kids to see and 
to know your struggle. Allow them to 
see you praying about it. They learn so 
much by what they witness.  Do they see 
in you a forgiving heart or a rebellious 
heart holding on to hurtful, angry, de-
pressed feelings that you can’t let go of?  
Let it go and let God begin the healing!

 We learn that God works 
all the time and He does the best 
for us. I was going to go to a Bible 
Seminar in Houston, but I can-
celled my participation because I 
need to be with Elda now that she 
is recovering. 
 I want to thank God for all 
His blessings and thanks to all of 
you who have been praying for 
Elda.  Also, thank you for the     
visits, food, cards, and show of 
concern.  I’m sorry I could not call  
everybody, but everything hap-
pened fast, and now we are fine. 
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Many experiences and 
education make me 
who I am.  If you go 
into certain profes-
sions, a great deal of 
training is required as 
well.  I think we as-
sume that our spiritual 
leaders happen natu-

rally. We say to ourselves, “He has the 
personality to lead or he knows the Bi-
ble.”  No one becomes a spiritual leader 
over night.  A natural leader emerges 
from a group perhaps after years of train-
ing and experience.
