
 An artist was painting a winter scene.  
Snow covered the ground and blanketed the 
pine boughs, cones and needles. Night was  
falling, and the landscape was enveloped in 
semi-darkness. A log cabin was barely visible in 
the shadows. The whole scene was one of 
gloom. Then the artist, using some of the yellow 
tints, with a few skillful strokes of his brush put 
into one of the cabin windows the cheerful glow 
of a lamp. And that lone light, its golden rays 

reflecting off the snow, completely transformed the impression 
given by the painting. In contrast to the cold darkness of the       
surrounding forest, that light in the window created an inviting 
warm feeling of love and security. 
 What happened on that canvas is a striking portrayal of 
one of the most dramatic events of all history. When the Christ-
child was born in Bethlehem’s stable, a Light was placed to shine in 
this sin darkened world. In anticipation of the coming of the Lord 
Jesus, Isaiah declared, "The people who walked in darkness have 
seen a great light; those who dwelt in the land of the shadow of 
death; upon them a light has shined" (9:2). The apostle John testi-
fied, “In Him was life, and the life was the light of men” (John 1:4). 
 As we continue our series, Meeting Your Maker, we will 
explore together this morning the meaning for our own lives about 
Jesus being the light of the world.  Without the light of Jesus, we 
would be in the dark about God’s purpose for life.  May the light of 
His presence and the glow of His glory and splendor radiate forth as 
we let His light shine through our lives.

 We have the mistaken idea that 
men do not cry; this is a wrong.  There is 
nothing wrong when a man cries; the man 
cries because he is human, because God 
gives this emotion so he can express  
himself.  Some studies reveal that because  
men do not want to cry they suffer more 
from heart problems.  They don’t express 
their emotions and everything that affects 
them all the time. 
 There is nothing wrong with 
weeping or crying. Our Lord Jesus Christ 
also cried during His lifetime.  When 
Lazarus died,  He cried (John 11:35) and 
when He was coming to Jerusalem. He 
also cried (Luke 19:41-44). 
 All of us, at some moments in 
our lives, need to cry.  We cry for many 
different reasons.  When we cry with  
others, that emotion brings us closer to 
one another, because of the moment we 
are sharing.   
 Let’s give thanks to God for this 
wonderful emotion that He equips us 
with.
