
 One time a man in Australia was    
arrested and charged with stealing a sheep. But 
he vigorously protested that it was one of his 
own that had been missing for many days. 
When the case went to court, the judge didn’t 
know how to decide the matter. Finally he asked 
that the sheep be brought into the courtroom. 
Then he ordered the plaintiff to step outside and 
call the animal. The sheep made no response 
except to raise its head and look frightened. The 
judge then instructed the defendant to go to the 

courtyard and call the sheep. When the accused man began to make 
his distinctive call, the sheep ran toward the door and that voice. It 
was obvious that he recognized the familiar voice of his master. 
"His sheep knows him," said the judge. "Case dismissed!" 
 In the parable of the lost sheep, Jesus explained how much 
he cares for the sheep; when one sheep out of a 100 was lost he 
went and searched and searched until he found it. He brought the 
sheep back and celebrated. Common sense would be to not leave 
the 99 sheep for the one lost sheep but Jesus cares passionately 
about even the one lost sheep. At one point in your life perhaps you 
were lost yourself, and yet Jesus cared about you enough to come 
after you, otherwise you wouldn’t be here this morning.  Jesus cares 
about you and me, and our lost friends, family members, and people 
in the community who wander around aimlessly like sheep without 
a shepherd.  The bottom line is this—we all need the Good      
Shepherd to lead us daily. 
 Jesus calls to us...I love you, follow me, let me lead you. 
While it may not always look like God cares for us because of the 
circumstances we are in, let’s be reminded that we are the ones who 
get ourselves in the mess. We have not been left behind, or forgot-
ten. Jesus continues to walk in front of us, leading us out to green 
pasture, so the question is, if Jesus is leading...are we following?

he needed to say to his disciples.  He wanted them to 
know he was a servant, so he washed their feet.  He 
wanted them to know about his coming sacrifice, so he 
broke bread with them and asked them to remember his 
body.  He faced his betrayer and had some words for him, 
like “it would’ve been better if he was never born.”  There 
are a lot of “lasts” in the world around us.  We will never 
get to see our children take their first steps again.  We will 
never get those butterflies in our stomachs as when we 
went to our first day of school or on our first date.  Many 
disciples around Jesus thought they were also having their 
last supper with Jesus.  They may have thought that after 
that supper and his death they would never see him again.  
As you know, Jesus rises from the dead and they do see 
him again.  Also, in the Gospel of John, Jesus eats a hearty 
breakfast with them so it wasn’t their last meal together.  
There are a lot of things that you and I will never get to 
redo but we always get to redo our relationship with Jesus.  
He will always be there for us.  Peter got to start over with 
Christ after denying him three times and so do you and I.

“I Want to…” 
The body is a unit, though it is made up  
of many parts; and though all its parts  
are many, they form one body. So it is 
with Christ…..while our presentable parts 
need no special treatment. But God has       
combined the members of the body and 
has given greater honor to the parts that 
lacked it, so that there should be no       

division in the body, but that its parts should have equal 
concern for each other.  (1 Corinthians 12:12, 24-25) 
 
 The Church is the body of Christ and the body is concerned for 
the members of the body.  The apostle Paul in 1 Corinthian 12 
explains to us that every member is important to the body; every 
member is an essential part of the body; and when a member is 
hurt, all the body suffers and all the body is concerned for that 
member. 
 
But in this relationship between members of the body there  
exists something that we need to remember all time. The key 
word is reciprocity; this means we need to be willing to accept 
the help and attention of other members of the body but we also 
need to be willing to give other members the attention and help 
they need.  The problem is, we sometimes don’t do that, we 
don’t do the part that is our responsibility, we just like the 
phrase “I want to…”.   Yes…“I want to be visited...”; “I want to 
be encouraged...”; “I want to be lifted up...”; “I want to be 
served….”.  “I  want to….etc, etc,” and we don’t want to do all 
these things for others. 
 
The relationship between members does not mean only to     
receive or be served; the relationship in the Church is how much 
am I willing to serve?   In verse 24 we read, …but that its parts 
should have equal concern for each other.”… 
 
Are we doing the part that corresponds to us?  So you also, 
when you have done everything you were told to do, should 
say, 'We are unworthy servants; we have only done our 
duty.'   (Luke 17:10) 
 
We need to grow to a point in our Christian life that doesn’t 
depend on others serving us, but rather depends on our relation-
ship with Christ and following His example to serve others, ex-
pecting nothing back.  If every member of the body exhibits this 
mentality we will not have the problem of overlooking anyone’s 
needs.  But also, we need to understand that these kinds of prob-
lems have existed in the past and will exist until Jesus comes.  
(Acts 6:1-2)  What we need to do is ‘grow up’ and try to live a 
better Christian life.
