 Happy Mother’s Day!  I am glad to 

see all of you moms and grandmas who are here with us today, and 
we thank God for you.  If I were to ask you who the most famous 
mother in history was, who would you think of?  Well, I believe 
that by far the most famous mother in history belongs to the most 
famous person in history, Jesus Christ. 
 What do we know about this extraordinary mother?  We 
know that Mary gave birth to Jesus in a stable, that she brought Him 
up and had a part in His ministry, and she was there at the foot of 
the cross when Jesus called to John, His apostle, and said, “Son 
behold your mother, mother behold your son.”  She was present at 
Jesus’ resurrection and was in the upper room on the day of Pente-
cost. 
 Mary knew Jesus, probably better than anyone else.     
Remember, He was thirty years old when His ministry began, and 
up until this time, He was a carpenter like His earthly father,      
Joseph.  He had spent thirty years in an earthly family.  Anyone 
who shares a good relationship with their mother knows that when 
you become an adult, the relationship is like a friendship.  Mary 
was not only Jesus’ mother, but was also His friend. 
 In John 2, Mary gives us a short and powerful ‘sermon’ 
about her son, Jesus.  She went to the men working the wedding 
feast and said simply, “Whatever He says to you, do it.”  We look at 
this simple statement and can make one key observation—she was 
not just talking to the men at the feast—she was talking to you and 
to me. . . 
 “Whatever He says to you, do it.”  Mary sure said a 
mouthful when she said, “Whatever He says to you, do it.”  She 
gives us the greatest testimony as to who Christ was. 
¨ Are you willing to listen to these words today? 
¨ Are you willing to do what Christ has told us to do? 
 You are the only one who can answer these questions.
