But, I don’t go by  
what the people who study the mind say; I go by what the 
Creator of the mind teaches me in His Holy Word.       
(Hebrews 12:5-11; Proverbs 22:15, 23:13-14; Proverbs 
13:24, 15:32; Ephesians 6:4)  Every parent needs to use 
his/her own wisdom in how to apply discipline, but also 
be a disciple in the life of their children.
