As second nature 
as wrestling is to most boys the account 
of Genesis 32 doesn’t help us much un-
derstand why the Lord confronted and 
wrestled with Jacob.  Many argue that it 
represents how the nation of Israel would 
wrestle with God over time.  Others think 
it reflects how Jacob’s personal relation-
ship with God was revealed.  Whatever 
the reason it is even more mysterious 
when Jacob’s hip is touched and dislo-
cated.  Why?  A couple of conclusions I 
have come to.  There is a mysterious na-
ture to God that I will probably never 
understand. Also, God often uses symbol-
ism so whatever he did with Jacob meant 
something important.  When we wrestle 
with God it also means something impor-
tant. I know you and I don’t physically 
wrestle with him, but we wrestle with him 
spiritually all the time.  We wrestle with 
God because we struggle to make sense 
of life sometimes. We ultimately have to 
believe he has the best meant for us.  
Jacob asked for a blessing before God left 
him.  God has blessings in store for us 
even when life around us doesn’t make 
sense.
