It just  
wasn’t worth it.” With almost his last breath, the dying man 
replied, “Oh, yes, it was, Sarge. When I got to him, the only 
thing he said was, ‘I knew you’d come, Jim!” 
 
Praise God, that at just the right time, God sent His Son and 
demonstrated His love for us in this:  while we were still sin-
ners, Christ died for us.  He truly is the greatest friend we can 
ever find.

We are, after all, 
aliens and strangers in a strange land.  I 
took some teens to visit Camp Deer Run 
this past Wednesday night to attend their 
worship.  If you didn’t grow up at camp, 
you probably don’t get a lot of their tradi-
tions or reasons for doing things.  However, 
it doesn’t make them any less significant to 
the ones practicing their time honored tradi-
tions.  I think traditions are good and we 
could probably stand a few more in church.  
Part of the mystique at a camp is the history 
and traditions that have been around since 
the beginning of that camp.  Do we have 
similar spiritual traditions in our families 
and in our churches?  Do those traditions 
help shape our faith and give outsiders a 
reason to ask why we do what we do?  I 
pray our lives are always a reason to give 
people a chance to ask difficult questions 
about who we are and what we do.

I am so glad to be 
back in Paris, TX. I 
truly missed every-
one at the Lamar 
Avenue Church of 
Christ. This past 
week I was in the 
country of Guate-
mala participating in 

mission trip led by my father, Rick 
Harper, executive director for Heath 
Talents International. H.T.I. is a non-
profit medical evangelistic organiza-
tion based out of Birmingham AL, 
with an office also in Searcy AR. In 
the United Stated there are Baptist,  
Methodist, and Catholic hospitals, but 
the closest Church of Christ hospital 
can be found in…can you guess? Gua-
temala. H.T.I. has a clinic in the 
coastal region of the country where 
they perform surgeries, have a phar-
macy, and provided dental care for the 
Mayan people who live in that part of 
the country. That’s right; I said Ma-
yan. They are still around today and 
need just as much spiritual care as 
they do physical. We took a team of 
dentist, doctors, pharmacist, and 
physical therapist up into the moun-
tains of Guatemala around the city of 
Chichicastenango; from there we went 
out into the rural villages and set up 
mobile medical clinics where our den-
tist pulled teeth and proscribed pain 
killers, our doctors took vitals and 
proscribed medicine, and our pharma-
cist handled all the prescriptions. One 
of the coolest parts about this trip and 
trips like it is that Health Talents gives 
students studying dental, medical, and 
pharmaceutical care the chance to 
shadow Christian professionals while 
they are at work. Someone not study-
ing medicine or dentistry could help in 
other ways. I helped paint one of the 
clinics and a church, and helped move 
two tons, or 1300 concrete blocks, 
outside of a church building under 
construction. I saw God in more 
places than I could count, but what I 
really came to realize was the impor-
tance of being a servant: being a ser-
vant for the people of Guatemala, and 
above all, a servant for God.
