Adams suggested “a gentleman wH
skill as an officer, whose independent fortune, great tsalkend
universal character would command the respect of Amarica
unite the full exertions of the colonies better than athero
person alive....” Adams saw Hancock’s face and hastened
raising his voice...” A gentleman froWirginia, who is among
us here, and well known to all of us....”

Hancock shrank as at a blow. (“I never,” Adams wiatkr,
“remarked a more sudden and striking change of countena
Mortification and resentment were expressed as forciblhiga
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face could exhibit them.”) Washington, who was on the solith

side of the room, left his seat at the word “Virgingaid slipped
quietly out the door before his name was pronounced.
