They watched as His body was taken from the cross & buried. 
All their hopes & dreams were buried with Him.  Friday & all 
day Saturday they mourned, until finally, on "the first day of 
the week, early in the morning," the scripture says, some 
women made their way along the path that led to His tomb, 
wondering who would roll away the stone for them. 
 But when they arrived, they found that the stone had 
already been rolled away.  And an angel told them, "You’re 
looking in the wrong place. You’re looking for Jesus among 
the dead. He is not dead. He is alive. He is risen, just as He 
said!" 
 "He is risen!"  That is what we celebrate not only this 
morning, but everyday of life.  The good news for our lives is 
that Jesus can resurrect any struggle or pain we may be experi-
encing and our hopes and dreams that we thought were once 
buried can be made whole again when our lives are placed in 
the hands of Jesus.  There is a definite sense in which we tell a 
unique part of the story of Jesus by the way we live.  What a 
difference His resurrection has made!

I pray the resurrection is 
something we never want to take lightly and certainly 
not today on Easter.
