
 There is a passage of scripture in Luke 
19, where Jesus is driving out those who were 
selling supplies for their sacrifice to God.  In 
v.45-46, scripture says:  “Then he entered the 
temple area and began driving out those who 
were selling.  It is written, he said to them, My 
house will be a house of prayer, but you have 
made it a den of robbers.” 
 This scene represents at least the    
second time where Jesus confronts this kind of 
thinking in his ministry.  It’s a similar problem 

that happens today.  What was supposed to help people come to see 
God clearer had become more important than the people coming to 
God.  The selling of animals, oil, wine, salt, and doves, had taken 
over the Gentile court of robbing people of access to almighty God.  
So, Jesus runs them out.  He quotes an Old Testament verse about 
how thieves have their hideaways. 
 Have you ever known of someone who showed up to   
worship but was not really there to worship?  It’s so easy for us to 
just go through the motions and not really have our heart into it.  Do 
you think it’s possible for someone to become so involved in the 
way they come to God, that they seem less interested in God and 
more interested in their own ways of coming to Him??  We need to 
understand that if anything is robbing us of getting closer to God, 
drive it out of your life.  Get it out of your family and the family of God. 
 Just like the guys Jesus drove out of the temple area, these 
things usually are in plain sight, but we are so accustomed to letting 
things come between us and God that we overlook what it is doing 
to us.  Driving out whatever is separating you from a deeper      
relationship with God should be our daily prayer.

I 
encourage all parents to look for ways 
you might carve out the time to help 
coach or just be involved in some aspect 
next year.  If your kids see you being 
excited about something, they are more 
likely to get involved and be excited 
too!!
