     These have come so that your 
faith—of greater worth than gold, 
which perishes even though refined by 
fire—may be proved genuine and may 
result in praise, glory and honor when 
Jesus Christ is revealed.  (1 Peter 1:7) 
     Are we ready to suffer just a little for 
the sake of Christ?  Are we willing? 
Let’s remember that He suffered for us 
on the cross until his death. 
     Dear friends, do not be surprised at 
the painful trial you are suffering, as 
though something strange were       
happening to you. But rejoice that    
you participate in the sufferings of 
Christ, so that you may be overjoyed 
when his glory is revealed. If you are 
insulted because of the name of Christ, 
you are blessed, for the Spirit of glory 
and of God rests on you. If you suffer, 
it should not be as a murderer or thief 
or any other kind of criminal, or even 
as a meddler.  (1 Peter 4:12-15) 
     In our Christians lives we will suffer 
for Christ in some way:  how and when, 
we do not know. What we know is that 
we need to be ready to stand firm.
