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This week several 
days went by that I 
didn’t hear from my 
daughter, Jordan.  
She is counseling this 
summer at Camp 
Deer Run and I know 
that she is very busy 
and exhausted.  I usu-

ally get a daily text from her even 
though we don’t have time to talk on the 
phone. After three days went by without 
a word I began to feel frustrated that she 
wasn’t at least answering my texts.  I 
even sent a message to someone else and 
told them to tell Jordan to get in touch 
with her mom!  Now I know that I am 
going to have to get used to this distance 
because she will soon be off at college 
and won’t find the time to call or proba-
bly even text me.  I know I have to “let 
go” so to speak.  I am used to talking to 
her or texting back and forth every day 
so this is hard and it makes me sad.  I 
began to think about this and a picture of 
a parent/child relationship came to my 
mind.  Only now the parent was God and 
I was the child.  I am often busy with 
daily life and I get so exhausted that I 
fall asleep when my head hits the pillow 
at night before I take the moment to talk 
to God.  Many of us can say this.  Often 
God has tried to get my attention 
through a call from a friend, a bird sing-
ing in the morning, a beautiful sunset, a 
cool breeze, or a special blessing.  There 
are lots of ways God tries to speak to us 
every day but we often brush it off with 
“I’m busy right now.  I’m too tired right 
now.   I’ll talk to God later.”  Then days 
pass before we actually find the time to 
communicate with our Father, to spend 
time studying His word and growing in 
knowledge of Him, and to have that rela-
tionship always growing stronger instead 
of the “distance” creeping in.  Just like it 
makes me sad for there to be distance 
with my daughter, it must make God sad 
that we create that distance with Him.  
He is always giving us little reminders 
that he wants to be part of our every day 
lives and is always waiting to hear from 
us……just as I was waiting to hear from 
my child.  Is God waiting to hear from 
you? 
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 In recent days 
my family had the 
privilege of making a 
trip.
