Well, at the 
end of our Monday practice, the girls 
broke into two groups and had a free 
throw competition.  One team made 
about 50% of their shots while the other 
team, unfortunately, only made about 
20%.  The 20% team had to run 10 full 
court sprints (up and back) while the 
other set of girls did not.  About half 
way through, the team that did not have 
to run decided to join their teammates 
and run the last 5 with them in support.  
They didn’t have to do this but they 
chose to.  One girl was not feeling par-
ticularly well and was really having a 
difficult time finishing her sprints.  All 
the girls had finished running and were 
trying to regain normal breathing when 
they noticed that she was still running.  
The team then joined her to finish out 
her sprints. They ran extra just to en-
courage and support a teammate. These 
girls could have just thought of them-
selves and how glad they were to have 
finished what was “expected” of them.  
They could have just regained their com-
posure and waited for the one to finish 
her running.  They didn’t!  These girls 
showed me what real teamwork looks 
like.  They hold each other up, support 
and encourage one another during tough 
times.  In our church there are many who 
are struggling right now. There are some 
who have lost loved ones, jobs, have had 
financial cutbacks, or are struggling with 
family relationships. Christians are like 
this TEAM of basketball players. I know 
we love one another and that many have 
encouraged and supported my family 
during some tough times in the past.  My 
challenge is to keep my eyes open and to 
try to know my fellow Christians (team) 
well enough to know when they are hurt-
ing and need encouragement or support.  
I want to take notice and be there for 
them, to run along side of them and en-
courage them through a tough situation 
or just through life.  And I want my team 
to do the same for me! That is what it is 
all about….1 Thessalonians 5:11. 
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Last weekend we 
had the Hispanic 
congregation at-
tend different   
activities of other 
churches in the 
area.  Thursday we 
went to Greenville, 

Texas for a gospel meeting and 
Friday a group went to Durant, 
Oklahoma where they were also 
having a gospel meeting.
